‘Get growing’ was launched in October 2009 
and will work with pre-school nurseries, 
children’s centres and parent and toddler 
groups across the Hammersmith and Fulham 
borough. We will facilitate fruit and vegetable 
growing, cooking and eating. Ongoing INSET 
training days and visits to Ravenscourt Park 
Glasshouses will help give sta� con�dence to 
grow their own plants with children. 

The ‘Get growing’ co-ordinator will also visit the 
early-years establishments to give technical 
growing advice and support and draw up 
garden maintenance schedules. A selection 
pack of unusual fruit and vegetables seedlings 
will be sent out in the spring.
